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5. Remove the spark plugs. Using a borescope or equivalent, inspect and determine if coolant has
entered the cylinders.

6. Is coolant present in any cylinder?

(1). Yes - remove the engine and replace the long block. Refer to WSM, Section 303-01.

* NOTE: Advise the customer that some odor may be present after the repair has been completed until the
residual coolant dissipates from the exhaust.

(2). No - this article does not apply. Refer to WSM, Section 303-01 for normal diagnostics.
