Drunk dr1v1ng cont1nues to be one of our nat1on's most ser1ous publ1c health 
and safety problems. It 1s, 1n fact, a nat1onal ep1dem1c wh1ch transcends 
State boundar1es and from wh1ch no one 1s 1mmune. In excess of 50 percent of 
all dr1vers k1lled each year have blood alcohol concentrat1ons (BACs) h1gher
than the legally recogn1zed 11m1t, 0.10 percent. In s1ngle veh1cle fatal 
crashes, more than &5 percent of the dr1vers who d1ed were legally drunk. 
Over the past decade, the Un1ted States has exper1enced an average of 25,000 
deaths per year 1nvolv1ng alcohol. Therefore, approx1mately one quarter of a 
m1111on persons have been k111ed 1n alcohol-related crashes 1n the past ten 
(1 0) years. 

Injur1es and costs to soc1ety are equally stagger1ng. Over 650,000 persons 
per year are 1njured 1n alcohol-related crashes .. Est1mates of the costs of 
these crashes vary w1dely. However, 1t has been est1mated that such crashes 
cost the nat1on over $24 b1111on per year 1n damages, hosp1tal costs, lost 
work, etc., 1n add1t1on to the needless pa1n and suffer1ng. The toll 1s 
espec1ally trag1c for our young. On the average, 14 teenagers are k111ed and 
360 1njured every day. The lead1ng cause of death for the 15-to-24-year age 
group 1s drunk dr1v1ng. 

Because of 1ncreased nat1onal awareness, much act1v1ty concern1ng alcohol 
leg1slat1on has occurred and 1s occurr1ng. Th1s d1gest 1s an attempt to 
summar1ze the ex1st1ng leg1slat1on as of January 1, 1987.

EXPLANATIONS 

~The follow1ng statements clar1fy the contents of and/or establ1sh certa1n 
presumpt1ons used 1n the D1gest. 

1. for each State 1n the Summary, the sect1on on •other Tests for BAC Levels 
which are Authorized by Law• identifies other bod11y substances (e.g., blood)
wh1ch may be tested under the 1mpl1ed consent law. Thus, a dr1ver who refuses 
to subm1t to such tests, 1f legally requested to do so by a law enforcement 
off1cer, could be subjected to the same sanct1ons as those spec1f1ed for a 
refusal to subm1t to a chem1cal breath test. 

2. The sanct1ons 11sted for convictions of alcohol/drug related dr1v1ng
offenses (e.g., driving wh1le impaired, driv1ng wh1le 1ntoxicated, 1llegal ~ 
se, etc.) are those specified by statute. If a sanction is not spec1f1ed by 
law (e.g.,. corrmun1ty serv1ce, et al.), 1t 1s not listed. 

3. The term •mandatory sanct1on• means either a criminal sanction (e.g.,
ja11, f1ne or commun1ty service) or an admin1strat1ve licensing action (e.g.,
license suspension or revocation) which must be imposed by either a court or 
an administrat1ve agency. That is, statutory law spec1fically requires that 
such sanction be g1ven; th1s may be accomplished by denying either the court 
or the administrative agency the power to e1ther suspend or otherwise prevent 
the imposition of such sanction. 

4. Unless otherwise stated, the sanct1ons are the same for all alcohol 
driving offenses (e.g., driving while under the influence, illegal~ It· et 
al.). L1kew1se, sanctions for alcohol and drug driving offenses are the same 
unless otherwise specif1ed. 
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5. States w1thout veh1cle hom1c1de laws treat deaths, wh1ch are caused by 
persons wh1le operat1ng motor veh1cles, under the1r general cr1m1nal hom1c1de 
laws such as manslaughter. 

6. for each State 1n the Summary, 1n the sect1on on •or1v1ng After L1cense 
hasbeen Suspended or Revoked for an Alcohol Dr1v1ng Offense,• the general 
sanct1ons for operat1ng a veh1cle wh1le 1n a 11cense suspens1on/revocat1on 
status are g1ven 1n the absence of any spec1f1c sanct1ons deal1ng w1th the 
exact subject of the sect1on. 

7. A number of States have adopted the concept of a dram shop law v1a case 
law dec1s1ons. State courts mak1ng such dec1s1ons have used a mult1pl1c1ty of 
legal theor1es 1n the1r op1n1ons. C1tat1ons to major case law dec1s1ons are 
g1ve 1n th1s 01gest. Note: Some States have both case law and statutes. 

8. The 	 "Open Conta1ner• Law sect1on also 1ncludes State laws wh1ch proh1b1t
the consumpt1on of alcohol1c beverages 1n motor veh1cles. 

9. A statute or regulat1on bann1ng "Happy Hours• means one that proh1b1ts the

lrt appears that a UVC vehicle homicide offense could be classified as either a misdemeanor 
or a felony depending upon whether respectively a defendant is given the county jail sanction 
(3 mos-1 yr) or the penitentiary one (1-5 yrsl. At first impression, it would seem that a 
vehicle homicide offense should be classified as a misdemeano~ unde~ §17-lOl(a) since §11-903 
is silent as to such classification. However, if ce~tain general principles of criminal law as 
well as othe~ UVC provisions are applied, UYC vehicle homicide could be classified as either a 
misdemeanor or a felony depending upon where and how long a defendant is to be incarcerated. 
In brief, using these general principles, a crime is classified as a misdemeanor if an 
incarceration sanction does not exceed one yea~ and/or such is to be se~ved in a county (or 
local) jail; a crime is classified as a felony if an incarceration·sanction is g~eater than one 
year and/or such must be served in a State penitentiary. Thus, under these principles, it is 
possible that an offense, such as UYC vehicle homicide, could have a dual classification 
(misdemeanor or felony) depending upon the type of incarceration sanction imposed by the 
court. See 21 Am Jur 2d, Criminal Law, §29 and the definition of a felony in Black's Law 
Dictionary, 4th Ed., 1968. Further support fo~ dual classification comes from the UVC itself. 
Under §17-201, a person convicted of a felony is to be sentenced to a tenn of imprisonment of 
not less than 1 yr nor more than 5 yrs; this sanction is identical to one of the sanctioning 
options under §11-903(b). Thus, although there is no specific language on this matter, it 
seems only reasonable to conclude that the UYC would classify a vehicle homicide offense as a 
felony if a defendant is given the penitentiary incarceration sanction. To classify a vehicle 
homicide as a misdemeanor when the sanction imposed on a defendant is the same as for a general 
UYC felony offense would render the UVC inconsistent in sanctioning and classification matters; 
such a result does seem warranted if a mare logical classification/sanctioning scheme can be 
justified.
