Subject: EA25-001 

 
As you know, on August 6, 2025, Ford Motor Company (Ford) provided its responses to the 
June 18, 2025, information request (IR) letter issued in the above-referenced Engineering 
Analysis.  As previously discussed with NHTSA Office of Chief Counsel, Ford is providing 
amended responses to certain of those Requests.  The amended responses that are part of 
today’s submission are as follows: 
 

• Request 4: Ford is providing an amended table entitled “EA25-001 Request 4 
Potential Responsive Record Details – Subject & Peer Vehicles – CONFIDENTIAL - 
AMENDED.xls.”  This amended table contains additional information responsive to the 
various subparts of Request 4.  Additional information that was not included in the prior 
version of this table has been highlighted for ease of reference. 
 

• Request 5: Ford has reorganized its production in response to this request according 
to each subject crash (as that term is defined in the IR) it identified as responsive.  
Accordingly, Ford is re-producing the documents originally included in its response to 
this request according to a new, incident-based folder structure.  Additional detail 
about the naming convention for each sub-folder is contained in the amended 
response to this request.  Additionally, Ford identified a single SGO report (No. 502-
8983) that was timely submitted but inadvertently omitted from its August 6, 2025, 
production.  This SGO report is included in Ford’s reorganized production. 

 
• Request 12: Ford has reorganized the documents produced in response to this 

request by subpart and in chronological order.  Ford’s amended response to this 
request explains the methodology Ford used in performing this reorganization. 

 
• Request 17: During the preparation of this amendment, Ford identified a single 

document that was inadvertently omitted from its August 6, 2025 response.   
 

• Request 25: Many of the documents that formed the basis of Ford’s subject crash 
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assessments were produced in response to Request 5.  As discussed above, that 
production now has been reorganized according to an incident-based folder structure.  
Accordingly, Ford has updated the description of these specific folders within its 
various assessments to reflect this new structure. 

 
Ford incorporates by reference its prior description of the means, methods and clarifications 
that applied to its prior response.
