Details: Frequent short-trip usage, particularly at low ambient temperatures, causes

condensation to form in the oil tank, increasing the proportion of water in the
engine oil. The water vapor condenses at the outlet port of the oil-tank breather
and if temperaturesare below 0°C (32" F), adverse circumstances can combine
to cause this water vapor/condensation to freeze and potential close off the
breather line of the oil tank.

The dry-sump lubrication configuration means that the suction pump's oil
delivery rate is higher than that of the delivery pump, so the overpressure pro-
duced in the system in this way can cause the oil tank to rupture, allowing oil to
escape onto the rear wheel of the motorcycle.

In order to determine if a specific motorcycle is affected by this Recall
Campaign, it will be necessary to verify all motorcycle VINs through a DCS
Vehicle History Check. Based on the response of the system, either proceed
with the repair or take no further action.
