Summary: 
BMW IS RECALLING MY 2008 K1200 S AND GT MOTORCYCLES.  THE FASTENERS 
USED TO SECURE THE FRONT BRAKE-DISC MAY NOT BE LONG ENOUGH TO 
ENSURE A SECURE MOUNTING.  OVER TIME, THESE FASTENERS COULD LOOSEN.  
IF THAT HAPPENED, THE BRAKE DISC WOULD NO LONGER BE SECURELY 
MOUNTED. 
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Consequence: 
FAILURE TO OBSERVE THE FOLLOWING PRECAUTIONS, IN CONJUNCTION WITH 
TRAFFIC AND ROAD CONDITIONS, AND THE RIDER'S REACTIONS, COULD 
INCREASE THE RISK OF A CRASH.  
 
Remedy: 
DEALERS WILL INSPECT AND INSTALL A LONGER FRONT BRAKE DISC FASTENERS 
AND REROUTE THE SENSOR CABLE FREE OF CHARGE.  THE RECALL IS EXPECTED 
TO BEGIN DURING JUNE 2008.  OWNERS MAY CONTACT BMW AT 1-800-831-1117.

The information in your defect report appears to satisfy the requirements of 49 CFR 573.6.  
 
We have reviewed your proposed owner notification letter and it meets the requirements of 
Part 577.

Copies of all notices, bulletins, dealer notifications, and other communications that relate 
to this recall, including a copy of the final owner notification letter and any subsequent 
owner follow-up notification letter(s), are required to be submitted to this office no later 
than 5 days after they are originally sent (if they are sent to more than one manufacturer, 
distributor, dealer, or purchaser/owner).  

 
As stated in Part 573.7, submission of the first of six consecutive quarterly status reports is 
required within one month after the close of the calendar quarter in which notification to 
purchasers occurs.  Therefore, the first quarterly report will be due on or before 30 days after the 
close of the calendar quarter.
