On July 02, 2008, Blue Bird received notification via email from Caterpillar Inc. that it
had filed a safety defect notification with NHTSA regarding a safety defect that may exist
with fuel pumps used on their C7 diesel engines.

Caterpillar will issue the Saféty Recall and notify customers using a Safety Product
