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Description of the technical problem:
It has been found that due to a supplier error, a structurally non-compliant side stand
containing a possible forging defect has been installed on a batch of 2012 and 2013 Diavel
motorcycles. Motorcycle stability could be compromised while resting on the side stand
resulting in damage to the motorcycle and a potential hazard to the rider. Additionally,
severe deformation of the stand, or breakage could interfere with the side stand's safety
switch operation causing the motorcycle to fail to start and/or run properly.


Description of the technical problem solution:
On the involved bikes, replace non-compliant side stand with the new version Part #
55610591D.


Technical solution implementation:
This solution has been implemented in the production line on 06/28/2012 starting from the
frame numbers listed in the complete bulletin in the DCS.


Criteria for application of the technical solution on circulating motorcycles:
For the designated frame numbers in the VIN list in the DCS, the motorcycles must be
updated.


Customer notification:
Ducati North America, Inc. will notify all known owners of affected vehicles directly by First
Class mail. A sample copy of the owner notification letter is enclosed in the complete
bulletin for your information.


Vehicle allocation:
Prior to owner notification, we will furnish you a list of affected vehicles (See attached
