REVISION SUMMARY
Under REPAIR PROCEDURE, information was added to identify the original versus improved part.

BACKGROUND

The reflective film backing material inside the headlights may delaminate, which may result in the vehicle no longer
conforming to Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard No. 108.

CLIENT NOTIFICATION
Owners of affected vehicles will be sent a notification of this campaign.
Do an iN VIN status inquiry to make sure the vehicle is shown as eligible.

Some vehicles affected by this campaign may be in your new or used vehicle inventory. These vehicles must be
repaired before they are sold.

Should your dealership sell an unrepaired vehicle that subsequently causes injury or damage because of the recalled
item, the dealership will be solely responsible to the damaged party, and will be required to defend and indemnify

American Honda for any resulting claims. To see if a vehicle in inventory is affected by this recall, do a VIN status
inquiry before selling it.
