edges. On buses equipped with 2 point seat belts the seat belt can become 
frayed from rubbing against the seat frame.

During a Review by Goshen Engineering Department in regards to compliance and meeting all requirements 
there was discussion about webbing on seat belts 
rubbing on a sharp edge. A determination of noncompliance with FMVSS 209 was made on June 18, 2015

Description of Remedy :

Description of Remedy Program : Goshen will have customers visually check each potentially affected unit. 
Each unit will be sent protective plastic sleeves to be placed over the bracket 
to prevent 
the seat belts from fraying. In addition replacement seat belts will be sent to 
replace any seat belts that shop any indication of fraying at no cost to the 
customer.

How Remedy Component Differs from Recalled Component : The remedy component is a protective plastic 
sleeve.

Identify How/When Recall Condition was Corrected in Production : The recall condition was corrected in 
production June 19, 2015 and all units 
moving forward will have the protective 
sleeve installed on the brackets.
