Summary: 
Description of Defect:  
 
“Idle Free Systems, Inc. (IFS) is recalling certain Electric Auxiliary Power Units (APU), part number BA600, 
manufactured October 1, 2009, to April 30, 2015. The affected APUs have a metal housing whose mounting points may 
crack and tear (“Defect A”). Additionally, the mounting bolts of the power units may loosen or possibly fail (“Defect B”).” 
 
If the mounting points crack and tear or the attaching bolts loosen or fail the power unit may detach from the truck, and 
become a safety hazard.  
 
Volvo has not received reports of vehicle crashes. 
  
Models/ Model Years Affected:  
 
Volvo: Certain Volvo 2012 to 2014 VNL model trucks manufactured from December 1, 2011 through September 1, 2013. 
The selection of vehicles was based on information provided by Idle Free.

Volvo: 96 in total (95 U.S., 1 Canada).
