RE:  M51 04 15 Safety Recall: Side Impact Performance 
 
BMW has decided that a safety defect exists in certain MINI Cooper Hardtop 2-Door vehicles 
and has issued a recall to address the issue, effective July 13, 2015. 
 
The defect involves side rear passenger protection. A modification will be to the left and right 
rear seat interior side panels to increase their energy absorbing performance. 
 
Owners will/have been notified by mail about the recall and will be instructed to bring their 
vehicles in for a free repair.   
 
 
Please be reminded that it is a violation of Federal law for you to sell, lease or deliver 
any vehicle covered by this notification until the recall repair has been performed.  This 
means that centers may not legally deliver new motor vehicles to a consumer until it is 
fixed or use/sell replacement equipment/parts subject to a Recall.  Note also that 
substantial civil penalties apply to violations of this law.  
 
Also, you should not sell, lease or delivery any Certified Pre-Owned or used vehicles 
subject to a safety recall until the repair is completed.  
 
Please follow any special instructions that we provide to you for the return or 
disposition of recall parts.
