IV. BACKGROUND

The subject vehicles are equipped with side Curtain-Shield-Airbags (CSAs) which deploy from the roof rails in the
event of certain types of crashes. Due to improper programing in the airbag control module, there is a possibility
that, under certain specific and limited conditions shortly after vehicle startup, the CSAs and seat belt pre-
tensioners could activate when not necessary. Unexpected activation of the CSAs could increase the risk of injury

to the occupant.
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V. SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

CRITICAL INFORMATION — READ THOROUGHLY

Failure to follow these procedures correctly could cause the SRS to unexpectedly deploy during servicing
or the SRS may fail to operate correctly when required after reassembly. Confirm all work is performed
safely as described in the following Technical Instructions.

1. DISCONNECT THE BATTERY TERMINAL

deployment due to back-up battery supply.

VI. REPLACING THE CENTER AIRBAG SENSOR (SRS ECU)

1. PERFORM HEALTH CHECK
a) Check to verify if there any air bag DTC’s present (current, history, or pending).

This campaign only covers the replacement of the Airbag Sensor Assembly (SRS ECU). No further
components in the SRS system are covered by this campaign.

DISCONNECT THE NEGATIVE BATTERY TERMINAL

* Wait at least 90 seconds after disconnecting the cable from the negative battery terminal to

prevent airbag and seat belt pre-tensioner deployment.
* Follow all precautions as outlined on TIS before servicing the SRS system.

4. COMPONENTS INVOLVED IN THE REMOVAL OF THE CENTER AIRBAG SENSOR (SRS ECU)
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REMOVE THE SHIFTING HOLE COVER

a) Using a screwdriver, disengage the 4 clips and remove
the shifting hole cover.

NOTE: Tape the screwdriver tip before use.

REMOVE CONSOLE PANEL

a) With seat heater:

b) Using a screwdriver, remove the seat heater switches,
then disconnect the connectors.

c) Remove the power mirror control switch, then disconnect
the connector.

d) Remove the upper console panel.

NOTE: Tape the screwdriver tip before use.

7. REMOVE REAR CONSOLE TERMINAL (W/ rear heater A/C

or headphone terminal)
a) Using a taped tip screw driver, remove the rear heater
control panel or headphone terminal,

b) Disconnect the connector.



9. REMOVE REAR CONSOLE BOX ( W/ rear seat

entertainment)
a) Remove the 4 bolts and rear console rear box
b) With rear seat entertainment:

1) Remove the disc bracket.

2) Remove the 3 bolts and disc player.

3) Disconnect the connector.

4) Remove the 4 bolts and rear console box.

10. REMOVE CONSOLE BOX BEZEL

a) Using a screwdriver, remove the console box bezel.

b) Disconnect the connectors.

11. REMOVE CONSOLE BOX FRONT

a) Remove the 2 bolts, 2 clips and front console box.

12. REMOVE THE CENTER AIRBAG SENSOR

e Confirm that the negative battery terminal is
disconnected before performing the operation.
Even an impact to only the airbag sensor will
cause the airbag to deploy.

a) Pull the lever and detach the connector holder.

b) Remove the 3 bolts and remove the airbag sensor




VIl.  INSTALLATION OF THE NEW CENTER AIRBAG SENSOR

1.

INSTALL THE NEW CENTER AIRBAG SENSOR

a) Check that the ignition switch to the LOCK position.
b) Install the center airbag sensor with the 4 bolts.

c) Tighten the 4 bolts to the specified torque.

Torque:
17.5 Nem {179 kgf-cm, 13ft-Ibf}

d) Connect the holder (with connectors) to the center airbag
sensor.

e) Check that the waterproof sheet is properly set.

REINSTALL FRONT CONSOLE BOX

a) Reinstall the 2 bolts, 2 clips and front console box.

REINSTALL CONSOLE BOX BEZEL
a) Reconnect the connectors.

b) Reinstall the console box bezel.

REINSTALL REAR CONSOLE BOX
a) Reinstall the 4 bolts and rear console box
b) With rear seat entertainment:

1) Reinstall the disc bracket.

2) Reconnect the connector.

3) Reinstall the 3 bolts and disc player.

4) Reinstall the 4 bolts and rear console box.



5. REINSTALL REAR CONSOLE TERMINAL ( W/ rear heater
A/C or headphone terminal)

a) Reconnect the connector, then reinstall the rear heater
control panel or headphone terminal.

6. REINSTALL UPPER CONSOLE PANEL
a) With seat heater:

b) Reconnect the connectors then reinstall the seat heater
switches.

c) Reconnect the connector, then reinstall the power mirror
control switch.

d) Reinstall the upper console panel.

7. REINSTALL SHIFTING HOLE COVER

a) Engage the 4 clips and reinstall the shifting hole cover.

8. RECONNECT THE NEGATIVE BATTERY TERMINAL AND PERFORM ANY NEEDED INITIALIZATIONS

9. INSPECT SRS WARNING LIGHT
a) Turn the ignition switch to the ON position, and check that

O the SRS warning light comes on for approximately
o 6 seconds (primary check).

b) Check that the SRS warning light goes off approximately
%\ 6 seconds after the ignition switch is turned to the ON

position (constant check).
