DESCRIPTION: 

• Van Hool NV has decided that a defect which relates to safety exists in the above-mentioned 
vehicle models. 

• The material of some front steering knuckle carriers does not meet the minimum requirements. 

• Owners and operators should identify the LH and RH steering knuckle carriers, and notify ABC 
Companies with the identification codes. 

Refer to the procedures in this Service bulletin for instructions. The terms and conditions of the 
campaign have been detailed in the “Warranty” section. 

PREPARATIONS: 

• Park the vehicle on a level-surfaced pit with the front wheels straight. Apply the parking brake, 
stop the engine, switch off all systems and turn off the battery master switch on the dashboard. 
When using portable post lifts (always use 6 post lifts) instead of a service pit, always lower the 
suspension first. 

• Put a “DO NOT OPERATE” tag on the instrument panel before beginning any inspection or 
performing any repair. 

• Place chocks in front of and behind the drive axle wheels. 

• Read the entire procedure before beginning to work.

STEP 1 IN DETAIL: To identify RH and LH steering knuckle carriers of front axle 

If identification codes are not immediately 
visible, clean the area with a stiff wire 
brush to remove dirt and residue. 

NOTE: If the steering knuckle carrier is 
not affected, repaint the cleaned area 
with a primer for cast iron to prevent 
rusting. 

The steering knuckle carriers can be cast 
by two foundries. The location of the 
identification codes (refer to figures 1A 
and 1B) is different according to the 
foundry.
