Problem Description:

Mercedes-Benz USA, LLC. (MBUSA) is recalling certain 2017 E300 4Matic, E300, and E43 AMG vehicles fitted with LED
headlights. These vehicles may have misadjusted headlights, possibly resulting in the low beam headlights insufficiently illuminating
the roadway. As such, these vehicles fail to comply with the requirements of Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS)
number 108, "Lamps, Reflective Devices, and Associated Equipment.”

Consequence:
An insufficiently illuminated roadway may increase the risk of a crash.

Remedy:
MBUSA will notify owners, and dealers will inspect the headlamp adjustment, adjusting it as necessary, free of charge. The
recall is expected to begin March 23, 2018. Owners may contact MBUSA customer service at 1-800-367-6372.

The information in your report suggests that MBUSA may have been aware of this issue more than five business days before filing a
report with NHTSA. Please be reminded that under Federal law, this agency is to be notified of all safety defect and/or
noncompliance decisions within five business days. 49 CFR 573.6

As stated in Part 573.7, submission of the first of six consecutive quarterly status reports is required within one month after the close
of the calendar quarter in which notification to purchasers occurs. Therefore, the first quarterly report will be due on, or before, 30
days after the close of the calendar quarter.
