Description of the Defect : It has been decided that the vehicles in the recall population may have a slide 
out switch that does not have circuit protection as required.

Description of the Safety Risk : Under certain conditions, if the slide out wire shorts to ground it can lead to 
an increased risk of damage or fire.

Description of the Cause : The slide out switch wiring was incorrectly wired without circuit protection 
when connecting the slide out switch wiring to the 10 gauge power source 
wire.
