OnJune 13,2018, Forest River’s Prime Time Division contacted Forest River’s Office of Corporate Compliance
(“OCC”) concerning a tire pressure discrepancy on a Federal Placard and an investigation to understand better
the issue including what the tire, rim, and axle rating(s) should be, and what had been printed on the Federal
Placard.
