Autocar product integrity and quality
teams inspected 104 of the affected parts in inventory as well as all units that were within the factory. 59 non-
conforming parts were quarantined and a clean point for manufacturing was established. July 6, 2018: Autocar
product integrity team continued investigation to determine root case, the design and applications were
reviewed and the root cause was determined to be a supplier quality concern as the part was not built to
specification. August 17, 2018 All investigations are completed and with the results Autocar decides to conduct

a Safety Recall.
