June 2018, DTNA received information from SynTec of a possible issue with the S3B seat pull test and that
SynTec was investigating. Late July 2018, DTNA was notified of SynTec’s 573 filing with NHTSA. DTNA
investigated the issue to evaluate the potential noncompliance and to determine the scope and establish the
potentially affected population based on the information supplied by SynTec. August 2018, DTNA determined
that a noncompliance exists on vehicles built with the suspect seats.
