0On 9/5/2018 during a review of the East to West plant’s manufacturing processes, the plant discovered a
possible issue involving a missing Carbon Monoxide detector. Forest River’s Office of Corporate Compliance
(“OCC”) initiated an investigation into this concern. The investigation revealed that the Carbon Monoxide/LP
combination detector that was actually installed in certain vehicles is only labeled to detect LP (Propane), and
not LP (Propane) and Carbon Monoxide detector due to a clerical error when ordering the part.

On 9/7/2018 Forest River’s Corporate Committee decided to conduct a recall.

Description of Remedy :

Description of Remedy Program : A battery powered Carbon Monoxide detector will be installed free of
charge. The Carbon Monoxide detector will need to be installed by a Forest
River dealer.
