Make
sure the above part number is removed from any Internet parts advertising by your dealership. A

replacement part will not be offered. Dealer parts return and customer refund information will be
provided October 28, 2019.

CUSTOMER NOTIFICATION

AHM intends to mail customer letters to all owners of a Monkey 125/A motorcycle as early as
possible, subject to State registration information. Customers will be informed that their
motorcycle may be affected by a Rear Carrier with a safety related defect and advised to
discontinue using the Rear Carrier. Customers will also be informed that a refund will be offered in
lieu of a replacement part.

Make sure all departments in your dealership are aware of this action.
