
This notice is sent to you in accordance with the 
National Traffic and Motor Vehicle Safety Act.  Porsche 
has decided that a defect that relates to motor vehicle 
safety exists in certain 2019-2020 Porsche Cayenne 
vehicles.  

You received this notice because our records, which are 
based primarily on state registration and title data, 
indicate that you are the current owner of a vehicle 
affected by this action.

What is the issue?	
On some of the affected vehicles, the fuel line quick 
connector may not have met the design specification, 
potentially resulting in a fuel leak under certain 
conditions.  A fuel leak, in the presence of an ignition 
source, can increase the risk of a fire.

What should you do?

Please contact any authorized Porsche dealer to 
schedule an appointment to have the remedy 
performed as soon as possible and to arrange for 
alternate transportation during the repair period, if 
needed. 

Until you have the remedy performed, please park 
outdoors and contact your nearest Porsche dealer 
immediately if you smell fuel odor.
