SITUATION
BMW AG is conducting a Voluntary Safety Recall (effective March 13, 2020) on certain Model Year 2020
BMW vehicles that were produced between January 15, 2020 and March 4, 2020.  The issue involves the
hall sensor within the driver and/or passenger front seat safety belt buckle.  

 

CAUSE
Within the safety belt, the hall effect sensor for the safety belt buckle status may read incorrectly.

 
CORRECTION
Perform a stress test on each front seat’s safety belt buckle. 

If the hall sensor fails to remain within 3 mm of the underside of the safety belt buckle after the test, the
buckle assembly must be replaced. 

 

PROCEDURE
1. Place the front seat height at the lowest position.
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2. Bend the buckle head 5 times towards the seat cushion to create a 90-degree bend of the buckle cable.

The safety belt is shown latched into the buckle but is not necessary. The belt end simply increases
leverage.

 

Inspect the bottom of the buckle. If needed for better access, bend the buckle forward. The hall switch
connection is at the arrow.
