BMW AG is conducting a Voluntary Safety Recall (effective April 29, 2020) on a small number of Model Year
2017-2018 BMW 5 Series that were produced between August 31, 2016 and November 21, 2016.  

The head air bag (left-side) may not have been produced to specifications by the supplier.   In a crash of
sufficient severity, deployment of the head air bag may be impaired and/or a part of the inflator could
separate, increasing the risk of injury.

CAUSE
Moisture in the head air bag propellent. 
 
CORRECTION
Replace the left-side head air bag.
 
PROCEDURE
Replace the left-hand head air bag according to repair instructions:

Removing and installing or replacing left or right head air bag_with sliding/tilting sunroof

The head air bags in other models were produced to specifications by the supplier. 

Q4. Can I continue to drive my vehicle?
