 A4 and A5 variants: Replace left and right 
control arm nuts at the connection to the 
subframe. 

 All other models: Replace left and right control 
arm nuts at the subframe and at the wheel 
bearing housing.

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Section B – Repair Procedure 

 

 

Measure curb weight position: 

 Vehicles with air suspension: set the driving 
mode to “normal.” 

 The curb weight position measurement will be 
made at both rear wheels.  

 Determine and record the measurement <a> 
from the center of the wheel to the lower edge 
of the fender/wheel housing. 

 Vehicles with air suspension: turn on the 
“vehicle lift mode”. Refer to the Owner's

Secure vehicle on the hoist: 

 WARNING 

When suspension is lifted in curb weight position, 
the vehicle must be secured on the hoist to prevent 
it from tipping off the hoist. 

 Secure vehicle so it does not tip off the hoist 
using -T10038- or equivalent. 
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Set rear suspension at curb weight position: 

 Remove both rear wheels. 

 Perform work on one side at a time.  

 Turn the wheel hub, until a wheel bolt hole is 
at the top.  

 Install the -T10149- with a wheel bolt <2> on 
the wheel hub. 

 

 Lift the wheel bearing housing, until the 
previously recorded dimension <a> has been 
reached.

 The nuts at connection <1> and <2> of both 
rear lower control arms <4> will be replaced. 

 

 

 If necessary, remove the wind deflectors from 
the control arm to access the connections: 

o Release the retainers in direction of 
<arrow> and remove the retaining pin

o Remove the wind deflector <2> from 
the lower control arm. 
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 Mark the eccentric washer with marker prior to 
loosening the nut. 

 

 

 Counterhold the bolts when loosening and 
tightening the new nut.  

 Torque the new nut for connection <1> to 140 
Nm. 

 Torque nut for connection <2> to 130 Nm +

Contrary to the ELSA repair manual, the bolt at 
connection <2> does not require replacement.  
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  Reinstall the wind deflector in the reverse 
order of removal, if necessary.
