Potential Number of Units Affected: 1,176

Problem Description:
Chrysler (FCA US, LLC) is recalling certain Mopar Tire Air Pressure Sensors, part number 68487472AA.  The sensor battery may 
fail prematurely and cause the sensor to become inoperative.  As such, these sensors fail to comply with the requirements of Federal 
Motor Vehicle Safety Standard number 138, "Tire Pressure Monitoring Systems."

Consequence:
Inoperative TPMS sensors will not alert the driver to low tire pressure.  In addition, a TPMS warning light that is already illuminated 
from a failed battery sensor will mask an actual tire pressure failure issue.  Either of these scenarios can result in tire failure and 
increase the risk of a crash.

Remedy:
Dealers will inspect and replace the affected TPMS sensors, as necessary, free of charge.  Owner notification letters are expected to 
be mailed September 2, 2022.  Owners may contact FCA US, LLC at 1-800-853-1403.  FCA US, LLC's number for this recall is Z69.

We have received FCA US, LLC's proposed owner notification letter and it is approved for distribution.



Please be reminded of the following requirements:

Copies of all notices, bulletins, dealer notifications, and other communications that relate to this recall, including a copy 
of the final owner notification letter and any subsequent owner follow-up notification letter(s), are required to be 
submitted to this office no later than 5 days after they are originally sent (if they are sent to more than one manufacturer, 
distributor, dealer, or purchaser/owner).

Under 49 U.S.C. § 30112(a), it is illegal for anyone, including a manufacturer, distributor, dealer, or retailer to sell an item 
of equipment or vehicle that fails to comply with all applicable Federal motor vehicle safety standards.

As stated in Part 573.7, submission of the first of eight consecutive quarterly status reports is required within one month 
after the close of the calendar quarter in which notification to purchasers occurs.  Therefore, the first quarterly report will 
be due on, or before, 30 days after the close of the calendar quarter.
