Problem Description:
Dalton Enterprises, Inc. (Dalton) is recalling certain 2021-2022 Adam J2040 trailers equipped with certain 2-burner cooktops. The

burner control valves may become damaged, causing a gas leak.

Consequence:
A gas leak in the presence of an ignition source can increase the risk of a fire.

Remedy:
Dalton will work with Dometic authorized dealers and service centers to replace the cooktops, free of charge. Owner notification
letters were mailed June 10, 2022.

Please be reminded that under 49 U.S.C. § 30112(a)(3), it is illegal for a manufacturer, to sell, offer for sale, import, or
introduce or deliver into interstate commerce, a motor vehicle or item of motor vehicle equipment that contains a safety
defect once the manufacturer has notified NHTSA about that safety defect. This prohibition does not apply once the
motor vehicle or motor vehicle equipment has been remedied according to the manufacturer's instructions.
