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New Safety Recall Advanced Communication – 54B 
 
FCA US LLC (FCA US) has announced a safety recall on certain 2021 Model Year (GA) 
Alfa Romeo Giulia vehicles. 
 
REASON FOR THIS SAFETY RECALL 
Some of the above vehicles may have been equipped with a fuel line sensor housing 
that may crack and leak fuel. The fuel line sensor fuel leak may cause fuel starvation of 
the engine. Vehicle occupants may notice a fuel smell while the engine is running or 
reduced vehicle performance. If the leaked fuel comes in contact with an ignition 
source, a fire could occur. Fuel starvation may result in an unexpected loss of motive 
power, which can cause a vehicle crash without prior warning. A vehicle fire can result 
in increased risk of occupant injury and/or injury to persons outside the vehicle, as well 
as property damage. 
 
SERVICE ACTION 
FCA US will conduct a voluntary safety recall of all affected vehicles to replace the fuel 
line sensor housing. The remedy for this condition is not currently available.  Dealers 
will be notified of the launch of this safety recall by way of established communication 
methods.  This recall is estimated to launch in 2nd Quarter of 2024.
