This TSB supersedes 24-01-057H to enhance Starter Relay Kit Installation step 9 on page 13.

— % IMPORTANT

Vehicle repairs related to safety recalls are critically important and must be performed properly in
accordance with TSB procedures. Review this bulletin in its entirety prior to beginning any repair
work.

As required by federal law, dealers must not deliver new vehicles for sale or for lease to customers
until all open recalls have been performed. Dealers must also perform all open recalls on used
vehicles, demo, and rental vehicles prior to placing them into customer use and whenever an
affected vehicle is in the shop for any maintenance or repair.

Access the Vehicle Information screen via WebDCS to identify open recalls.

Description: Certain 2015-2016MY Hyundai Genesis (DH) vehicles may exhibit starter damage while
parked or driving in abnormally wet conditions, such as a flooded road. This may be due to moisture
contamination within the starter solenoid causing an electrical short over time. Follow the procedure in
this TSB to install a new starter relay kit in the engine room junction box, and to replace the upper cover
and upper cover label.

Preparation

1. Record customer’s radio presets, then
disconnect the negative () battery terminal.

2. Remove the junction box cover.

3. Remove the junction box mounting bolt (A),
starter motor power terminal bolt (B), the
alternator power terminal bolt (C) and
disconnect the harness (D) from the junction
box.

4, Remove three clips (E) and 10 mm bolt (F)
from the bulkhead cover (G).

5. Lift the engine cover and remove the clip (H)
underneath to remove the bulkhead cover.

6. Remove two 10 mm nuts (l) from the harness
bulkhead.

7. Remove the cable ties on the connector wiring
and remove the existing wiring protector (J).

Be careful NOT to damage the wiring.

Starter Relay Kit Installation

1. Assemble the new wiring protector upper
cover (A) by inserting the wiring harness Upper cover
through the opening, then loosely secure the '
cable tie (B) around the wiring as shown.

2. Assemble the protector body (C) with the
protector upper cover.

3. Install the assembled new wiring protector (D)
into the junction box in the NEW configuration
shown at right.

4. Tighten the cable tie (E) completely using
needle nose pliers.

NOTICE

Be careful NOT to pull or interfere with any
connectors while tightening the cable tie.

5. Remove and discard the original starter
relay (F).

NOTICE

On some vehicles, interference may be
found between the new starter relay and
the blower RR relay installed in the
junction box. This interference may NOT
allow the new starter relay to seat

properly.
If there is interference between the parts,

use a pair of diagonal cutters to cut away
the area indicated in the photo (1).

7. Install the ground harness (J) around the
junction box.

Ensure the ground harness does NOT
interfere with surrounding components
when installed.

8.  Align the blue taped area (K) of the harness in
the new protector cover hole as shown.

9. Discard the original junction box mounting bolt
and use the provided ground bolt (circled right)
to install the extension ground terminal (L)
from the new relay kit using the existing
junction box mounting location (M).

Ib-ft 0.9

Ib-in 10.8

Do NOT exceed the tightening torque
above. This may damage the part.

Be sure to install the ground terminal with
the protrusion facing up to prevent
damaging the terminal.

12. Attach the new upper cover to the junction
box.

Confirm that the ground harness is
installed in the 3 o’clock position, as
shown.

13. Reinstall all removed components in the
reverse order of disassembly.

14. Reconnect the negative () battery terminal,
and reset the customer’s radio presets.
