4. Crimp the Crimp Caps(233759) to incoming 12V
positive and negative to prevent lights from being
reattached.

5. Locate and unplug the wires from the light switch
on the front of the unit, Then remove the light switch
by squeezing the locking tabs and replace with the

plug provided in the kit (0440968).

6. Replace the main top by éngaging rear clips and
rssin flrml on the front Iatch

7. Cloic,e the glass cover (if equipped).r
8. Reconnect 12VDC power.
9. File claim with FRC 99.01.78 for .5 hours
