OWNER NOTIFICATION:
Owners of affected vehicles will be notified by mail.

CONDITION:

Mitsubishi Fuso Truck of America, Inc. has decided that a defect, which relates to motor vehicle safety, exists in the
rear leaf springs on certain 2019-2020 model year FEC7T and FECZT Mitsubishi Fuso trucks. On certain affected
vehicles, a specific batch of rear leaf spring assemblies was built with leaves of insufficient strength that may break.
A broken rear spring leaf may become a road hazard, increasing the risk of a crash.

MODIFICATION:
The rear leaf spring assemblies will be replaced on all affected trucks. If any rusted/seized hardware needs to be
replaced, photos will be required.

RECALL CLAIM SUBMITTAL.:

Reimbursement claims are filed through FALCON using the Field Fix claim type. Enter all requested information.
The system will automatically apply the labor allowance and recall kit. If hardware is needed, reimbursement may
be claimed under the non-OEM parts section of the claim. Photos of the rusted/seized hardware must be attached
to the claim.

PARTS PROCUREMENT:
The ML214383 leaf spring assemblies (2 per truck) must be ordered through the normal parts channels.

1. Park the vehicle on a flat, level surface, turn off the engine and chock the wheels.
CAUTION!
Do not remove the wheel chocks until all modification work has been completed.

2. Install the rear leaf spring assemblies using instructions found Group 34 of the FUSO FE Gas Service
Manual.
