The rear center seatbelt anchor buckle in certain 2026MY K4 Hatchback vehicles and the third-row
center seatbelt anchor buckle in certain 2027MY Telluride vehicles may not latch properly due to a
manufacturing error by the supplier. A seatbelt anchor buckle that does not latch properly may not
adequately restrain the occupant during certain collisions.

Kia
will reimburse owners for repair expenses already incurred pursuant to Kia’s General Reimbursement
Plan filed May 1, 2024.
