Product Update: MIL Comes On With DTC P0420 

 

Dear MDX Owner: 

 

This letter is to notify you of a potential problem with your vehicle and what you should do to resolve it. 

 

What is the problem? 

On some 2007 MDXs, the rear warm-up three-way catalytic converter can be damaged under certain driving 

conditions. 

 

What should you do? 

Contact any authorized Acura dealer for an appointment to have your vehicleʼs software updated. The dealer will 

update the software in the powertrain control module. This work will be done free of charge. Please plan to leave 

your vehicle at the dealer for half a day to allow them flexibility in scheduling. 

 

California Residents - After doing the update, your dealer will give you a Proof of Correction certificate. 

Keep this certificate for your records as proof that the product update was completed. Submit the certificate 

to the DMV only if the DMV requests it. 

 

What to do if you feel this notice is in error 

Our records show that you are the current owner or lessee of a 2007 MDX involved in this campaign. If this is not 

the case, or the name/address information is not correct, please complete, sign the Information Change Card, and 

return it in the enclosed postage paid envelope. We will then update our records.  

 

If you previously paid to have the rear warm-up three-way catalytic converter replaced, you may be eligible for 

reimbursement, even if you no longer own the vehicle. Refer to the attached Instructions for Reimbursement form 

for eligibility requirements and the reimbursement procedure.

Product Update: CD or DVD (RES) Restarts When the Ignition Switch Is Cycled

Dear MDXX Owner:

This letter is to notify you of a potential problem with your vehicle and what you should do to resolve it.

What is the problem?
There may be a software problem that causes the CD player or rear entertainment system (RES) to 
restart the disc from the beginning when the ignition switch is turned OFF, then back ON.

What should you do?
Contact any authorized Acura dealer for an appointment to have your vehicle’s audio-navigation software 
updated. This work will be done free of charge. Please plan to leave your vehicle at the dealer for half a 
day to allow them flexibility in scheduling.
