Condition/Concern
Some customers may experience one or both of the following concerns:
1. Customers may experience a drumming/ ringing like noise after depressing the Brake Pedal. This phenomenon

is typically most noticeable during low speed EV Driving and or stationary brake pedal applies while in Park. The
noise presents itself as a hydraulic pressure related drumming/ ringing sound that tends to transmit throughout
the entire vehicle. This noise can also be heard after the vehicle is powered off.

2. Pulsation felt through the brake pedal while sitting still with your foot slightly depressing the brake pedal.
