Park vehicle safely, apply parking brake, stop engine and set battery master switch(es) to the OFF
position prior to working on the vehicle.
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ALL: Disconnect fuel filler hose (item 14) from
street side fuel filler neck receptacle (item 25).
Once disconnected, protect fuel filler hose from
dirt and debris. Place a plastic bag or a clean
piece of cloth over the filler hose end.

WITH CENTRAL A/C SYSTEM: Remove the
drain tube and fitting (item 2, 3) from the fuel
filler neck receptacle. Keep for later use.

Pre-drill 3
holes of @ 5/32". Secure with 3 tapping
screws #500957.

water to ease installation of cuff end bellows).
Leave 1 inch minimum between the end of
protective coil and end of hose. Protective coll
purpose is to prevent hose from Kkinking.
Connect new DEF filler hose to the DEF tank
fitting and then cover the hose end and the
protective coil end together with black electric
tape. Fix with clamp 37 saved at previous
step. Use FH protective coil to give a smooth
curve to the filler hose.

36. ALL: Dismount fuel filler neck cap from
former filler neck receptacle and install
similarly to new filler neck receptacle.

37. WITH SMALL A/C SYSTEM: You must
relocate the fuel filler cap wire attachment
point to prevent the cap from passing
through the opening at the bottom and
being caught between the structure and the
lower fiber panel.

Secure fuel cap wire using one thread
cutting screw #500623.

38. ALL: Connect fuel filler hose to fuel filler
neck.

39. ALL: Connect fuel filler hose and
protective corrugated tube to filler neck
adaptor.

40. WITH CENTRAL A/C SYSTEM: Reinstall
filler neck receptacle drain tube. Use liquid
Teflon #680098 on fitting threads.
