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DESCRIPTION 

The one piece sunshade mounting bracket used on all model day cabs have been seeing instances where the adhesive patches fail and the 
sunshade mounting bracket becomes loose and/or comes completely off the vehicle. 

  

  

 

The sunshade mounting bracket has completely detached from the vehicle. 
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RESOLUTION 

 If the bracket has not come off yet but is loose or in the process of detaching, follow the instructions in Safety Recall 13505. 
 If the bracket has come off, install a new mounting bracket.  Remove any remaining adhesive from cab roof, prime/paint the attachment 

area, and reinstall the new mounting bracket using Lord Fusor 120, T20, or T21 SMC Repair Adhesive. Then seal the perimeter with an all 

weather adhesive/sealant.  Use 2512126c91 - 3M 740 Hybrid Sealant - White (for white trucks) or 2611726c1 - SuperTrans® Sealant - 
Clear (for all trucks except white). 

 For removal and installation of the sunshade to the bracket refer to the Master Service Manual.
