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Title : Fuel Tank Vent Freezing Shut on CF and CityStar in Cold Climate

Applies To : All CityStar CF500 and CF600 being used in cold Northern 

climate
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Problem Description:

Engine stalls and engine has no active codes, complaint of low power with no active codes. 

Unit starts and runs OK after sitting in warm shop or garage for a period of time, this allows 

blockage to melt away. Any type of engine shut down that can not be explained that occurs in 
very cold weather.

Problem Correction:

Fuel tank vents and line are freezing shut from condensation this causes internal fuel tank 

pressure that shuts down fuel supply to engine. This issue can be eliminated by adding a 

vented fuel cap to the fuel tank or tanks. This creates a redundant vent system that will 

eliminate this issue.
