DESCRIPTION B
Some vehicles may exhibit a vibration from the driver-side power door mirror glass when the vehicle is driven at
high speeds.

This concern may be due to a lack of rigidity of the mirror base so the mirror vibrates when it receives vehicle
vibration or wind pressure.

Customers having this concern should have their vehicle repaired using the following repair procedure.

1. In order to make it easier to disconnect the joint portion with the center pivot, heat the center of the mirror
glass with a drier to approx. 104-122 degrees F (40-50 degrees C).
