A technician may indicate that after performing a tire service (rotation), the vehicle will go into learn mode but not respond to a sensor or sensors that have
been activated with the TPM tool

Recommendation/Instructions

Please remove the B+ fuse for the Onstar VCIM. See the appropriate service information for the vehicle. If the technician is now able to complete the TPM learr
the technician should replace the fuse and confirm power and ground to the Onstar VCIM.
