SYMPTOM

The driver's power seat moves only in small increments when the switch is used. In addition, memory settings may not
work on vehicles equipped with driver position memory system.

POSSIBLE CAUSES
The driver's power seat adjustment switch is faulty.

CORRECTIVE ACTION
Replace the driver’'s power seat adjustment switch.

1. Remove the driver’s seat belt lower anchor bolt.

2. Remove the driver’'s seat rear foot covers and rear mounting bolts.

3. Move the driver’s seat all the way back.
4. Remove the driver’s seat front mounting bolts.

5. Disconnect and isolate the negative battery cable and wait three minutes.



6. Lift up the front seat, and then disconnect the connectors and release the harness clip.
