Air Suspension (sales code SEB).

SYMPTOM/CONDITION:
Rear shock absorbers may be noisy and/or weeping due to the incorrect shock absorbers
being installed on the vehicle.

DIAGNOSIS:
If a customer’s VIN is listed in VIP or your RRT VIN list, perform the repair. For all other
customers that describe the symptom/condition, perform the Repair Procedure.
