CONDITION SUMMARY:

Situation: One door may appear to be out of adjustment when compared to the other door. The design intent is
for both doors to sit 'proud’ of the rocker panel.

Cause: This may be caused by the left door being adjusted too far inboard while the right door is adjusted to the
design intent.

Action: Should a customer express this concern, follow the Service Instruction outlined below.

1. Both doors should be aligned so the door is proud
of the rocker panel in the area shown.

e If the left door is not aligned proud of the
rocker panel, continue to the following step(s)
to adjust as necessary to match the right door.

2. Loosen the lower hinge bolts on the left door:

e Move the door outwards by 1mm;
e Tighten the bolts; torque to 30Nm;
o Check door / rocker panel alignment.

3. If the door striker drags, loosen the striker bolts:
and adjust the striker as required.

o Loosen the striker bolts;
o Adjust the striker as necessary;
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e Tighten the striker bolts; torque to 9Nm.

4. Check the alignment of the door to the front fender.

e If the fender requires adjustment remove the rocker panel (see TOPIx Workshop Manual section 501-08);
o Continue to the next step to adjust the door / fender alignment.

5. Loosen the two upper fender bolts.

e Remove the lower fender bolt.

6. Adjust the fender alignment on the lower threaded
insert:

o Check door alignment to fender.

o If satisfactory, install the fender bolts
and rocker panel (see TOPIx Workshop
Manual section 501-08); torque to 9Nm.

o If not satisfactory, repeat this step until
the door alignment to fender is
satisfactory.
