The alarm siren may activate immediately after opening the door, after unlocking using the physical key. A 
delay time of 15 seconds can be utilized to prevent this action as per the owner’s manual instruction.  

The delay time can be toggled ON or OFF using GFF under function/component selection, chassis, 
electrical system, self diag, 09, functions-adapting ATWS alarm delay when opening driver's door. The 
time delay option is available to activate or de-activate a 15 second delay whereas the key will then need 
to be inserted into the ignition in order to deactivate the alarm.
