On certain Volvo Trucks built from 8/20/2012 to 11/07/2014 with the I-Shift transmission, the
vehicle speed sensor (VSS) may fail internally. This is due to a manufacturing defect of the
sensor. This failure may cause fault codes related to road speed. This failure can cause
multiple SPN 84 FMI 19 faults, both active and inactive, to occur and may cause the MIL light
to come on in the dash.

To correct this problem perform the repair below:

3 Disconnect the harness from the vehicle speed sensor (VSS) located at the rear of the
transmission.

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4 Remove the VSS from the transmission.

Note: If sensor part number 3171490 is found to have been installed and needs to be
replaced, this sensor is also replaced with 22387296.

Note: If a gasket or shim is present between the sensor and transmission discard it
DO NOT reuse with new sensor.

8 Install all the previously removed cables to the negative (ground) battery terminals.
9 Remove the wheel chocks.
