SYMPTOM/CONDITION:

Customers may experience intermittent loss of power window operation.

If the customer describes the symptom/condition listed above, perform the Repair
Procedure.

Disconnect all remaining electrical connectors from door harness.

9. Install new door harness on vehicle.

10. Connect the three electrical connectors to door harness (Fig. 2).

11. Install new foam tape on the three electrical connectors and push electrical connectors
into A pillar opening (Fig. 2).

12. Separate the door water shield from the module water shield with protective liner (Fig.
3).

13. Remove and discard the water shield protective liner exposing butyl (Fig. 3).
