B10B300 or 03551 Stored, ABS Faults

January 20, 2017: Update to Model Year applicabilty.

Both the Anti-lock Brake (ABS) and Airbag systems work together. Should a fault occur in either system,
address the Anti-lock Brake fault first. A fault in the ABS module could produce a fault B10B300 “Function
restriction of seat occupied recognition due to implausible message” or 03551 “Function restriction of seat
occupied recognition” in the airbag system, which indicates a concern with ABS. Do not replace airbag
components for fault BLOB300 or 03551.
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
