OPERATES CONSTANTLY WITH IGNITION ON

APPLIED VEHICLES: 2015 — 2016 Murano (Z52)

IF YOU CONFIRM

The back door warning chime is operating at all times with the ignition in the ON position.

ACTION

Replace the back door warning chime with the new one in the kit listed in the PARTS
INFORMATION section of this bulletin.

IMPORTANT: The purpose of ACTION (above) is to give you a quick idea of the work you
will be performing. You MUST closely follow the entire SERVICE PROCEDURE as it
contains information that is essential to successfully completing this repair.

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SERVICE PROCEDURE

1. Open the back door to access the back . Back door
door welt. welt

2. Remove the back door welt from the
area shown in Figure 1.

3. To unclip the rear bumper fascia, warning

carefully pull the fascia away from the
body.

4. Locate the back door warning chime.

5. Remove the back door warning chime
nut.

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6. Lower the back door warning chime
between the muffler and the rear
bumper fascia.

7. Remove about 4 inches of the felt tape
from the back door warning chime
harness.

8. Cut the harness at the back door
warning chime connector.

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9. Strip the insulation from the vehicle
side harness as shown in Figure 7.

10. Align the new back door warning
chime harness.

11.Wire connections:

Vehicle New Harness
Wire Wire
Pink To Red
Black To Black

12.Install the solder sleeve connectors.

included in the kit listed in the
PARTS INFORMATION section
of this bulletin.

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17.Use the special Flameless Heat
Gun—J-46538 to heat the Solder
Connector.

This operation will:

e Melt the solder (silver ring inside the
Solder Sleeve Connector) into the
exposed twisted wire area.

e Melt the sealant (red rings inside
solder connector) onto the wires.

e Shrink the plastic sleeve onto the
wires.

¢ Position the Solder Connector in the middle of the heat shield (of the Heat Gun).

e Start heating the connector from the center and move back and forth (side to side) and
around to allow even distribution of the heat to the entire connector.

e Make sure the solder completely flows into the exposed twisted wires and the
adhesive properly seals the wire insulation to the connector sleeve. Stop applying the

heat immediately after this happens.

WARNING:

e The Flame-Less Heat Gun and the Solder Connectors become HOT during the

soldering process.

¢ Allow the Gun and connectors to cool down before handling them.

CAUTION: Be careful not to damage the connector or wires with the heat gun:
e Do NOT apply heat for more than about 40 seconds.
e Do NOT overheat the connector or wires (i.e., severe darkening of connector sleeve or

wire insulation).
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18.Use butyl rubber to wrap the individual
solder sleeve connectors.

22.0PEN and CLOSE the automatic back door to verify proper operation of the new back
door warning chime.
