Mazda offers 2 types of wheel lock sets to pair with either 17 mm or 21 mm hex lug nuts. Be sure to check 

the lug nuts on the vehicle for correct lug nut sizing. 

 If the vehicle is equipped with 17 mm lug nuts (P/N: K123-37-160), use 17 mm hex Wheel Lock Set  

(PN: C9N1V9740). 

 If the vehicles is equipped with 21 mm lug nuts (P/N: B002-37-160B), use 21 mm Wheel Lock Set 

(PN: 0000-88-120D-BP).
