Technical Background  

Car-net® 2.0 may not fully complete the initial Register and Pairing process (R&P) after removal of transport mode 

during ePDI.This may result in a lack of functionality and the green Car-net® LED in the overhead console not 

illuminating. 

On 2020/2021 vehicles equipped with Car-Net® 2.0 while performing the PDI:  
Once you take the vehicle out of transport mode, it may take up to 30 minutes for the system to come on line. The 
green light is an indicator that the vehicle has made a good connection.  

No green light ON indicates that no connection was established. All vehicles equipped with Car-Net® 2.0 will need the 

green light ON, prior to being delivered to the customer. 

  

Service  

In order for Car-Net® 2.0 to successfully complete the R&P process, perform the transport mode removal test plan 

using only Guided Fault Finding (GFF). Performing the transport mode removal test plan using Vehicle OBD may not 

enable all functionality and result in additional steps. Once the test plan completes, check if the green light is 

illuminated. If it still is not illuminated, take the vehicle outside and let it run for approx 15-20 min. 

If the concern still remains and the green light is not illuminated, perform the following steps:  

Part 1. (With the ignition OFF) 

1.1. Open the driver door. 

1.2. To the left and below the steering wheel, open and remove the pull out compartment door (Approx. 4”x 6”) by 
pressing the detent lever inside/above, exposing the fuse box. 

1.3. Remove the 7.5 amp fuse in position SC17 (for all MQB platform vehicles).The instrument cluster losing power is 
an indication that the proper fuse was pulled. (Figure 1.)

1.4. Wait 5 minutes with the fuse out to allow the Control Module for Emergency Call Module and 
Communication Unit -J949- internal backup battery to completely discharge. 

1.5. Re-insert the fuse into the slot and reinstall the pull out door. 

Part 2. 

2.1. Switch the vehicle ignition ON and observe the 3 button module for 2 minutes. 

2.2. If the green light illuminates, the process was successful.  

2.3. If the green light is not illuminated after 2 minutes, keep the vehicle running outside for an additional 20 minutes to 
allow the process to complete. 

2.4. After 20 minutes, if the green light is illuminated, the process is complete. 

2.5. If the green light is not illuminated, switch the vehicle OFF and contact the VW Technician’s Helpline at 800-678-
