Issue
The EGR Valve Motor Circuit is sensitive to poor OEM power supply or return connections.
Symptom:

o Active or Multiple Inactive Counts of Fault Code 2349.
o Active or Multiple Inactive Counts of Fault Code 1228, 3389, 3382, 3361, and/or 125 may also be present.

Root Cause:
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¢ Loose or disconnected battery cables

o Damaged, loose, or disconnected OEM power return (ground) connections

e Intermittent ECM power supply or return (ground) connection in J2 OEM — ECM Delphi® 96 Way Engine Control Module

Verification

e Thoroughly inspect OEM power supply and return (ground) connections.

e Connect the recommended Cummins® electronic service tool or equivalent.

» Disable the fault code.
