APPLIES TO: This service bulletin applies to certain 2018 through 2022 model year K2,
K3 and K4 model Spartan RV motor home chassis built between May 7,
2018 and December 3, 2020 that are equipped with RTS and RTSe rear
suspensions supplied by Reyco Granning, LLC.

CONDITION: RTS and RTSe rear suspension component identified below is under
desired torque value.

CLASSIFICATION: V3

TOOLS NEEDED: Calibrated torque tool capable of applying 770 lbs-ft +/- 25 Ibs ft.

Ensure vehicle’s air suspension is at the designed ride height prior to starting work. Ride
height can be measured vertically from the bottom of the frame rail to the center of the
wheel spindle and must be 8.25 inches.

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Step by Step Instructions:

1. Referring to Figure 1, from the nut side of the eight (8) fasteners, torque the
fastener to 700 Ibs ft, +/- 25 Ibs ft.

2. If the nut side of the fastener is not accessible, torque the bolt side of the
eight (8) fasteners to 770 Ibs ft, +/- 25 Ibs ft.

Note: There are a total of eight (8) fasteners to be torqued. Only
seven (7) are visible in Figure-1.
